Firsthand knowledge of Jerusalem and Jesus? 
•  In the 1800s some skeptics said the author 

of John had never been to Jerusalem and 
had no firsthand knowledge of geography 
and events. 

•  Some scholars said the Gospel of John was 
written as late as 200 A.D. because it spoke 
of Jesus as the Word become flesh. Only a 
later writer could have such an evolved 
theology. None of Jesus original disciples 
could have viewed Jesus as God.

• “Now there is in 
Jerusalem by the Sheep 
Gate a pool, in Aramaic 
called Bethesda, which 
has five roofed 
colonnades.” (John 5:2) 
• In the 1800s some 
skeptics said the author 
of John had never been 
to Jerusalem. He just 
made up the pool and 
gave it mythical meaning.

• Some skeptical scholars 
said Gospel of John was 
written as late as 200 A.D. 
because it spoke of Jesus 
as the Word become flesh. 
• Papyrus fragment, found in 
Egypt, dated 125 A.D., was 
a fragment from John 18. 
• Proves John was written a 
generation earlier and was 
being copied and circulated 
as Scripture.
