If I drive out demons by the finger of God, 
then the kingdom of God has come to 
you. (Luke 11:20) The kingdom of God is 
within you. (Luke 17:21)

Thy kingdom come. (Matthew 6:10) I will 
not drink again of the fruit of the vine until 
the kingdom of God comes. (Luke 22:18)

ALREADY
I saw Satan fall like lightning from 
heaven. (Luke 10:18) Having disarmed 
the powers and authorities, he made a 
public spectacle of them, triumphing over 
them by the cross. (Colossians 2:15)

Satan hindered us. (1 Thess. 2:18)
The God of peace will soon crush Satan 
under your feet. (Romans 16:20)

Whatever you ask for in prayer, believe 
that you have received it, and it will be 
yours. (Mark 11:24)

We do not know what we ought to pray 
for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for 
us with unspoken groans. (Rom 8:26)

ALREADY
Jesus healed all the sick. (Matthew 8:16) 
Crowds gathered … and all of them were 
healed. (Acts 5:16) God did extraordinary 
miracles through Paul. (Acts 19:11) 

Use a little wine because of your stomach 
and your frequent illnesses. (1 Tim 5:23)
I left Trophimus sick in Miletus. (2 Tim 4:20)

ALREADY
We have the mind of Christ. (1 Cor 2:16)
Paul had a vision of a man of Macedonia 
standing and begging him, “Come over 
to Macedonia and help us.” (Acts 16:9)

I planned to visit you on my way to 
Macedonia… When I planned this, did I 
do it lightly? (2 Cor 1:16-17)

God made his light shine in our hearts to 
give us the light of the knowledge of God’s 
glory in the face of Christ.  (2 Cor 4:6-7) 

Now we see but a poor reflection as in a 
mirror; then we shall see face to face. Now I 
know in part; then I shall know fully, even as 
I am fully known.
