Bronze Age walls destroyed by Joshua. Finally, Dame Kathleen Kenyon (The Bible and Recent Archaeology
[Atlanta: John Knox Press, 1978] 36—40) led the expedition to Jericho from 1952 to 1958. She demonstrated
that the large Early Bronze Age walls represented settlement between 2900 and 2300 8.c. Middle Bronze
Age walls reflect a series of building stages.
