In James 5:14, the church elders
anoint the sick with oil for healing. In Hebrews 1:8-9, God says to Christ as He returns triumphantly to heaven,
“Your throne, O God, will last for ever and ever,” and God anoints Jesus “with the oil of gladness.”Got

The Greek word
behind the NIV’s is sick is asthened, “to be weak.” This word and its cognate noun (astheneia) and adjective
(asthenés) are applied to all kinds of situations in the NT: mental ability (e.g., Rom. 6:19); spiritual condition
(Rom. 5:6); general physical appearance (e.g., 2 Cor. 10:10); the conscience (e.g., 1 Cor. 8:7, 9; cf. Rom. 14:1,
2); or one’s bodily constitution. In this last sense, the word means simply to be “sick” or “ill,” and this is the
sense almost universally given the word in this verse. But a few scholars have proposed an alternative
meaning, “to be spiritually weak.”
